Mrs. Widener’s Classroom rules:

1. BE PRESENT – be on time to school and class and have needed materials (pencil, paper).
2. Listen when the teacher/assistant is speaking and follow directions their directions. BE RESPECTFUL.
3. Keep hands and feet to yourself. BE RESPECTFUL of others by using personal space.

4. Keep coats and book bags in your locker. Chewing gum is allowed as long as we don’t see or hear it. Turn cell phones off in class. BE RESPONSIBLE
5. ASK before using classroom computers, and kitchen and living area items. BE PRO-ACTIVE.
Try to:

Give your best effort and support your classmates. BE POSITIVE.
Consequences:

1. The first time (or two) you break a rule you will get a warning.

2. The second/third time you break a note will be sent home in your agenda and you may receive a lunch detention.
3. The third/fourth time you break a rule it will be logged and I will make a phone call home. 
4. The fourth/fifth time you break a rule, it will be logged and a conference will be held with your parents.

Reward System

Rinehold and Arbuckle money: 

Each week the students will have opportunities to earn play money with pictures of the principal and assistant principal on them. These can be used to purchase items in a store-like setting. Ways to earn these dollars are:
1. Jobs – each week every student will be assigned a job. They will get paid one dollar for every day they complete their job and put up their sticker.

2. Odd jobs – throughout the year there will be chances to do some extra jobs around the school. Students will be “paid” by the teachers/administrators for whom they do a job.
3. Work accomplished – students may be given a bonus for work they accomplish in class, a job done very well, or extra kindness, helpfulness to others.

Games

I use games quite often in my classroom. The games are educational and the students learn many things from them. I also use them as a reward for work well done or a great week.

Charts
I use sticker charts with some students who are working on improving a specific behavior or accomplishing a goal. The rewards are determined by each student’s interests.
We will have a positive rewards odometer set up for each student. It goes from poor (red) to awesome (green). Students will begin the year on awesome and the arrow will move according to their behavior each period. At the end of the day, students who are on awesome will earn a caught in the act ticket.

Caught in the Act coupons
Students going above and beyond with behavior, helpfulness to others, and/or work will receive a caught in the act coupon. This is a school wide initiative. They will be able to turn their tickets in for special rewards during their lunch.

More Important Information

· I give some homework in math and/or language arts classes. Each student will have a homework folder. One side will be papers that need to come back and the other for papers you can keep at home. Spelling tests are on Fridays but we do not do spelling every week. 
· Our class will take community trips every other Friday. The first trip of the month is to shop for classroom, cooking and snack supplies. You may send in money to have your child purchase supplies for yourself as well. The second trip of the month is an activity used to practice social and leisure skills as well as other skills we’ve learned in the classroom (reading, time, money and other skills fostering independence). You will receive information and permission slips before each community trip. 

· The students have agendas which they are to use to keep organized. The students or the teacher will write in them according to their abilities. A communication notebook may be used in place of or addition to this. Parents may write notes back and forth in the agendas. This is a good way for me to communicate with parents as well. Parents, please ask to see your child’s agenda each day.
· My class collects Boxtops for Education and we receive all monies from them to use in our classroom. So please collect and send in those boxtops! Also our class has the chance to work in the concession stand for several home football and basketball games. Not only do we earn money for the classroom for trips and supplies, but we get real world experience working and handling money. You will receive a notice about days and times we are responsible to work the concession stand in the fall within a few weeks. Both students and parents can sign up to help. 

· Our class may be able to sell a homemade product to staff members this year as a money maker. Please look for information about this in the near future.
